MAINTENANCE OF ALUMINUM FURNITURE

Aluminum requires less maintenance, but it may corrode over time in damp and salty environments. 
	• Ensure regular cleaning with gentle soapy water and a soft brush or sponge. If the furniture 

is exposed to a lot of acid rain, pollution, bird droppings, and similar waste that can corrode 
the surface treatment and leave ugly stains. Clean the surface with clean water at the end to 
remove remaining soap. 

	• Please note that while aluminum can handle a lot, it can’t take everything. It won’t withstand 
being bent repeatedly, and corrosion may occur in the presence of salts, salt water, and other 
metal alloys. Aluminum is generally considered rust-free, but corrosion may occur if it is left 
exposed. 

	• If the furniture takes surface damage that removes the paint, we recommend using a paint 
repair pen or similar tool to prevent oxidization. Contact your nearest retailer. 

	• Use a garden hose for cleaning. The use of pressure washers is not recommended, as this may 
harm the furniture and its surface coating.
